Teacher Knowledge
	The aim of this unit is to introduce pupils to stories of the Old Testament and understand that Jesus would have heard these stories as he was growing up.
The Bible is complex. It’s not one book but a collection of 66 books, split into two sections: the Old Testament and the New Testament. All of the books are divided into chapters and verses. The Old Testament is the first part of the Christian Bible and is a collection of books that were written before the life of Jesus
The Old Testament includes the creation of the universe and humanity, the history of the Jewish people, and God's words to the Jewish people. It also contains rules that Christians and Jews try to live by, such as the Ten Commandments. The Old Testament is the original Hebrew Bible, which is the sacred scripture of the Jewish faith. It was written between about 1200 and 165 BC. The Old Testament contains examples of people to learn from, prayers and songs used in worship, and passages that are considered prophecies of the Messiah. The New Testament is the second part of the Christian Bible and was written by Christians in the first century AD. It begins with the four Gospels, which describe the life, death, resurrection, and ascension of Jesus.

	Hook: We will look at the cover of a few of our favourite picture books and talk about when we have stories told to us – at home, in school, in the reading area, at carpet time, at bedtime, on Cbeebies. The teacher will refer back to what we have learnt about Jesus being a baby and will ponder - I wonder if Jesus listened to stories? Which stories did he listen to? Why did he not hear the stories of Elmer, The Gruffalo or The Very Hungry Caterpillar? Do you think he has heard these stories now?
Input
We will look at the class picture Bible. The teacher will explain that some of these stories have Jesus in them (The New Testament) but some were known before he was born (The Old Testament). 
Clever Cub arrives in our classroom with 4 stories to share.
These are stories Jesus would have listened to when he was a boy. These stories are all part of God’s Big Story and tell us about the People of God. Many of these stories are also in the Qur’an and Hebrew Bible. The stories all teach us something about the nature of God. Emphasise this as you talk about the stories. God is always with us, God is faithful, God has a plan, God protects us, God listens and we can trust God. 
	To look at the covers of the Clever Cub books with an adult 1:1

          
Pictures of the front cover of the four stories that Clever Cub will be bringing to share are stuck in the floorbook.

Children will be asked which one they are most excited to hear and what they think the book will be about once they have heard the title.

Previous discussions about our class and school rules
	Hook: Clever Cub is holding something in his paw. Does anyone recognise what it is? Yes – it is a copy of the school and class rules that we see every day on our classroom door. He has also brought a book.

Input
Tell the story of ‘Clever Cub Learns to Obey’. Talk with the children about obedience what it is and why and whom we obey. Obedience isn’t always easy and sometimes it involves doing something that we don’t want to do. Already in one day the children will have had to obey someone. Clever Cub doesn’t want to obey his Papa but then realises it is the right thing to do. Naaman was used to giving the orders and he realised that he needed to obey God’s messengers. When he did his life was changed.
