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Agness Arber: Was a morphologist and studies the anotomy of plants. She was the first female botanist to be elected to be a fellow of the Royal Society. She was known for her beautiful botanical drawings in her books (links with Art). She focussed on water plants. 
Monty Don- A British horticulturist – known for bringing gardening to the world through his TV series, Gardeners World.  

Relationships- lots of opportunity to work within a group and share ideas, thoughts and opinions in a safe space.
Intellect- children extend their knowledge and understanding of plants but also life process and gain initial concepts of ecosystems.

Significant People

Roots: A root is the part of a plant that grows under the ground. Plants take in food and water through their roots.
Stem: The stem supports the plant and holds it upright so it can get more sunlight. It transports water to different parts of the plant. 
Leaf: A leaf is attached to a stem or branch and can come in many shapes and sizes. Their main job is to help the plant to collect sunlight.
Flower: The part of a plant that blossoms and produces the seeds.
Petal: Petals are modified leaves. Petals are often brightly coloured to attract insects to the plant.
Anther: The anther contains pollen which brushes onto insects when they land on the flower. The pollen is moved by insects to other flowers. This pollinates the flower and allows it to produce seeds.
