	Watch the story https://youtu.be/TmqctLfE8Kw - Jesus feeding the 5000. Show ch pics of artworks, including a picture of them eating on our Christmas Party Day – what are we doing? Jesus shared his food with all his followers. They followed him becuse they knew he was special, he showed them how special her was by making the loaves and fishes stretch to feed 5,000 people.
Discuss sharing. Why should we share? Address class misconceptions that sharing is giving up the item you have. Can ch think of a time they have shared with others?

	L.O. Why did people follow Jesus?
	- Recall the term ‘miracle’
- Talk about the ways Jesus was special.
	In the Lion Storyteller Bible ‘Down Through the Roof’ (Luke 5:17-39) is the story of Jesus healing a paralysed man. The man’s friends showed love and courage. The man on the bed trusted his friends.
The healing of the 10 lepers (Luke 17:11-19), the blind man (John 9:1-12), Jesus walking on water (Matthew 14:22-33) could all be used to show how Jesus is special. 
Wherever Jesus went people followed him. Why? They wanted to hear what he said and they were amazed at his teaching and miracles.
Ch to think of a reason why Jesus was special.

	L.O How can we help others?
	- discuss the idea of other religions in the world.
- Talk about helping others
- Discuss and draw ways they have helped other people.
	There are important/special/holy people/leaders or teachers in all the World Faiths. Remind children about ‘Hannukah’ and the Rabbis. For Muslims the leader of the Mosque, the Imam, is a very important person. Watch the video - At the end of the film the Imam tells us that what he enjoys most about being an Imam is being able to help others.
Discuss with the children about the importance of us all helping each other. How did Jesus help people?
Ask the children to draw pictures of themselves helping others. 
Record in Floor book.
	Teacher to break down/ reiterate information from video as needed.
Create a comfortable environment for discussion.

	L.O. How can we show love for animals and people?
	-Discuss the idea of other religions in the world.
-Ch to discuss caring for animals.
-Ch to talk about showing love and care for the people all around us.
	Watch the video. The Buddha teaches that we must care for all living creatures.
Discuss with the children about the ways in which we can care for animals. they may have pets which need looking after that they can talk about. 
Record discussion in floor book.
Guru Nanak is the founder and teacher of Sikhism. Guru Nanak stresses to all his followers that God loves everyone and so should we. Everyone is equal, no one is more important than anyone else. Watch the video https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=twkJ1pc5BvU 
Ask the children to draw a picture of themselves on a small piece of paper, and then add their picture to one large picture of everyone together.
