	Who is special?


	These objects represent different things and we can discuss these.

Children will know firefighters are special people.

Children will know some jobs are special because they are jobs that look after others.

Children will know that Jesus performed ‘miracles’.
	Chatterbox Discussion
Children to take turns discovering and handling the objects. What do they know about the objects, what are they used for, what do they represent?

Hold up a picture of a firefighter. Ask what this person does. Does this person have a special job? Why is it special?

Discuss how some people are very special because of something good that they do/have done.

Discuss how Jesus was a very special person because he has done lots of amazing things called ‘miracles’.

Finish by reading:
The Feeding of the 5000 (Matthew 14: 13-21).

	Children know that some jobs are special because they look after others.

Children will know that in a bible story, Jesus fed 5000 people.

Children will talk about paintings that represent the story of Jesus feeding the 5000.

Children will talk to firefighters about how they help people and why their job is special.
	Recall the story of Jesus feeding the 5000 and then look at paintings of the story from different cultures.

	GOSPEL
	What did Jesus do that was special?
	Children will know the story of Jesus feeding 5000 people.

Children will listen to the vicar discuss his role and what he does that is special.

Children will know the story of the blind man.

Children will know the story of Jesus walking on water.
	Arrange for the Vicar to visit school and talk to the children about what he does that is special.
-Why is his job special?
-What special things does he do?
-How does he help to celebrate special people?

Read the story of the blind man (John 9:1-12) and Jesus’ walking on water (Matthew 14:22-33).
-We discuss these events as miracles, thinks that are very special.
-What did Jesus do that was special in the first story?
-What did Jesus do that was special in the second story?
-Which miracle was more special/which miracle was better?


	
	Communication board or Widigts used to help children communicate with others.

Additional thinking time (_ what do you think…. I’ll come back to you). 

Visual storybook used so that children can view pictures to further understand story.

	GOSPEL
	How do we decide who is special?
	Children will know the story of Down Through the Roof.

Children will know that we recognise others for doing special things with rewards.

Children will know that we can find good news about special people in newspapers/television programmes.

	Read ‘Down Through the Roof’ (Luke 5: 17-39). The man’s friends showed love and courage, the man trusted his friends.

In the story lots of people had heard about Jesus’s miracles and trusted that Jesus would be able to help their friend.
-Why did they know Jesus could help?
-Did Jesus do a good thing?

When we’re in class what do we do if someone is good? We can give them stickers or gold stars.
-How would someone feel if they get a sticker?
-Who else does a great job that we’d like to give a sticker to?

Sometimes we hear that people have done something special and other times we can see it for ourselves. Discuss newspapers with the children and show them pictures.
-Children to look through newspaper to see if they can find some special people, or people that have done special things.
	
	Communication board or Widigts used to help children communicate with others.

Additional thinking time (_ what do you think…. I’ll come back to you). 

Visual storybook used so that children can view pictures to further understand story.

Newspapers that have been curated by the teacher to show clear ‘special events’ or basic cvc words that children can decode.
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	World Faith – Why is an Imam special?
	Children will know that an Imam is the leader of the Mosque.

Children will know that the Imam helps other people.

Children can recognise their own good deeds and can discuss/represent these.

Discuss the importance of helping each other:
-Why is it important?
-How can we help others?
-How do we feel when we help others?
