Teacher Knowledge
	Know about the miracles that Jesus completed and how this impacted lives and who it impacted.  Know about the stories of the calling of Levi-  Jesus calls Levi, a tax collector, to follow Him. At a feast in Levi's house, Jesus interacts with tax collectors and sinners, leading to a dispute with the Pharisees about His association with such individuals. Jesus responds, stating He came to call sinners to repentance, not the righteous., Zacchaeus - Zacchaeus was a tax collector in the city of Jericho during the ministry of Jesus of Nazareth (20s-30s CE). 'Zacchaeus' means "pure" or "innocent" in Greek. The story of Zacchaeus became a popular teaching lesson in early Christianity. He exemplified the idea that a sinner (even a tax collector) could turn (repent) and change his life through the preaching of Jesus and Rich Young man - The rich young man (Matthew 19:16-30) A man came to Jesus and asked, “What good thing must I do to receive eternal life?” Jesus told him to keep the commandments, to which the young man replied that he had. Jesus then told him to sell his possessions and give to the poor. When the young man heard this, he went away sad, because he was very rich.  Jesus then said to his disciples “It is much harder for a rich person to enter the Kingdom of God than for a camel to go through the eye of a needle.” The disciples were amazed at this and Peter asked what reward they could expect for giving up everything. Jesus promised them rewards in his kingdom and concluded with a warning, “Many who are now first will be last, and many who are now last will be first.”  Know about the life of Mother Teresa and specific information on chosen Christian charity.

	What is change?
	Show children physical changes in the classroom.
Discuss what change means.
Discuss what change means to them.
Discuss the impact of change.
	Children are to enter the room with the lights turned off and wind noises on the laptop (if possible a fan blowing to show some impact of “wind”)  Following on from this, show children videos of how light and wind change the landscape and the dramatic effect that it has.  Discuss the changes that they can see and relate this back to how Jesus has a dramatic effect on people’s lives.  
Have the word change up on the board, does anyone know what this word is?  Do we know what it means? What is the dictionary definition of it? How can our lives be changed? Is it easy to change? What kind of things can happen that mean our lives are changed?  i.e new babies, moving house, starting school, moving school, making new friends, illness, death a new toy.  Some changes are permanent, some are only for a short time and then things return to how they were before e.g holidays, broken bones etc.  Allow children to discuss their thoughts during the circle time, allowing them to drive the conversations and pulling them back where needed.  Record discussion in floorbook. Allow for all children to write on a post it note a time which changed them.  Record in floorbook.

Recall events of the story.
Discuss how characters felt during the story.
Discuss the changes that were made.
	Children are to listen to the story of ‘The calling of Levi’ ( Matthew 9:9-13, Mark 2:13-17, Luke 5:27-32) Allow children to watch video https://youtu.be/xgy6TWuUkK0 to understand the story deeper asking questions about what is happening.  Discuss with children what was important to Levi (Matthew) before he met Jesus and then how this changed once he followed him.  Constantly referring to the impact that Jesus has had to the change.  
Children are to create two lists in their books, before Levi met Jesus and afterwards. Record in children’s books.

	Listen to the story of Zacchaeus.
Recall events of the story.
Discuss how characters felt during the story.
Discuss the changes that were made.
	 Children are to listen to the story of Zacchaeus (Luke 19:1-10) and watch the video A Gift-Giving Experience Like No Other🎄 Children are to complete a ‘role on the wall’ for Zacchaeus, taking turns playing the role and allowing children to ask questions.  Record discussions in floorbook.  
Remind children of the story and discuss how the story highlights that Jesus changes people on the inside.  Discuss these changes with the children.
Allow children to draw a picture of Zacchaeus and make a flap on his body over his heart.  On the outside of the flap, write words to describe him before he met Jesus.  Open the flap and write words underneath to describe him after he met Jesus.   Record in children’s books.

	Listen to the story of Rich Young Man.
Recall events of the story.
Discuss how characters felt during the story.
Discuss the changes that were made.
	Discuss the story of the Rich Young man (Matthew 19:16-30, Mark 10:17-31, Luke 18:18-30) Why was the man sad when he heard Jesus’ comment? Do they think he tried to change? Why is it hard for the rich to enter the Kingdom of God? Is Jesus’ example of the camel going through the eye of the needle a good one?  Can the children think of a modern phrase that would be more appropriate today?  Record discussions in floorbook.
Remind children of the stories that we have heard so far, reflect on the stories you have explored, Jesus changed/changes lives.  How? When did/does Jesus change lives? What happens when Jesus changes a person’s life? Record discussions in floorbook.

	Remind children of what we have been learning about in RE, the impact that Jesus has made in people’s lives.  Discuss with children that other people can change lives due to their faith as well.  Discuss with children about Mother Teresa, she also gave up everything but believed she had gained everything.  Explore the impact that faith had on her life.  Children are to create fact files about Mother Teresa focusing on the changes that she made because of the impact of Jesus.

	Remind children about what we were doing last week about Mother Teresa and explain that nowadays there are Christians are working for charities today and their lives have been changed by Jesus and they are now working to change the lives of others.  Discuss with one of the charities Christian Aid www.christianaid.org.uk, Cafod www.cafod.org.uk, Bible Society www.biblesociety.org.uk and Church Mission Society (CMS) www.cms-uk.org.  These have kid zones and stories about how lives have changed.  Allow children to discuss the importance of the work they do and share their thoughts.  Record these ideas/discussions in floorbooks.  
Remind children of the key word change and that we have focussed on how Jesus has changed lives but who changes our lives, have a discussion with children about this sharing their ideas and then allow them to make a collage of changemakers in their books.  (parents, friends, teachers etc) Record this in children’s books.
